Searching for criminals, collecting evidence, and other related activities constitute the “Criminal

Investigation.”

A. The Victims of Crime Benefits System provides support for bereaved who have not received
any restitution from the perpetrator or public relief after someone (hereafter referred to as the
“victim”) is seriously injured, disabled, or killed through deliberate criminal conduct, such as a
random acts of violence. The government issues these benefits in the spirit of social solidarity
and to try to lessen the mental and financial hardship of the bereaved.
